Cinnamon Grand walks for Cancer 

- Funds Rs 1.8 million theatre lamp for Maharagama Cancer Hospital 

- Aims to create awareness through walk and distribution of educational 
material 

- 16 km walk is longest distance undertaken by a single institution for a 
charity walk in Colombo 

 

Going beyond the theme of ‘indulgence’, Cinnamon Grand’s charity initiative,  
‘Spread a Little Sunshine’, undertook its most ambitious project to date, since its 
launch in September 2007 – a 16 kilometer walk to the Maharagama Cancer Hospital 
from the hotel premises commencing at 6 am on the 17th of July.  

The aim of the walk was to raise funds for a much needed theatre lamp for the 
hospital’s new operating theatre and to create awareness of this debilitating disease. 
400 Associates of Team Cinnamon Grand led by General Manager Rohan Karr and 
the management walked to raise the required Rs 1.8 million for the theatre lamp, 
while distributing educational material on the detection, treatment and prevention of 
cancer.  At the conclusion of the walk which took about three hours, the cheque for 
Rs 1.8 million was presented to the Director of the Maharagama Cancer Hospital, Dr 
Kanishka Karunaratne at the hospital premises.     

“The theatre lamp will undoubtedly help the cancer afflicted community and will aid 
in taking up more cases for surgery. This is another way for us to show our 
community that we care,” said Karr. 

The ‘Spread a Little Sunshine’ initiative has the wholehearted support of all 
Associates of Cinnamon Grand and has seen numerous projects since its launch. This 
is also not the first time that the hotel has been associated with the Cancer Hospital,” 
explains Karr.  For the walk, funds were collected on a privately circulated card 
system among the Associates, who requested donations from family and friends.  
Each Associate aimed to collect a minimum of Rs 5,000 each. 

‘Spread a Little Sunshine’ has aimed to work primarily on the CSR platforms of 
education, health and environment and has in the past, worked mainly with projects 
involving health and nutrition.
